v' Formal Lead Agency Determination Completed
v Formal Scoping Completed
v' Comprehensive DEIS based on Design Report
v’ Utilized multiple previous studies of property (Honeywell, NYSDEC)
v' Duration for DEIS Public Review
v 2 months formal, 3 months actual

v 2-3 times longer than required by SEQRA
v' 107 comment letters/correspondence (26 identical form letters)

Level of project detail & planning is consistent with SEQRA guidelines

v Amphitheater Use “Within Acceptable Risk Ranges”

v’ Conclusion based on no site remediation in place — Conservative
Assessment

v' NYSDEC/USEPA Draft Proposed Remedial Action Plan, September 2014.
v’ Project does not conflict with NYSDEC Proposed Remedial Action Plan.
v’ Site meets NYSDEC criteria for “Restricted Residential Use” in current form

v’ Multiple meetings with NYSDEC to coordinate Site Remedial Plan and
Amphitheater planning/design.

v" Honeywell, Final Feasibility Study Report-September 2014.
v Amphitheater project coordinated with Honeywell efforts

v' Multiple meetings with Honeywell to coordinate Site Remediation Plan
and Amphitheater planning/design
